The CVI Range:
  An assessment tool called The CVI Range, developed by Dr. Christine Roman of Marshall University, was used to determine the severity of cortical visual impairment, a visual condition that is caused by neurological compromises to the visual pathways in the brain.  This assessment tool measures functional vision in 10 categories or visual behaviors that most children with cortical visual impairment share: 
1. the ability to visually attend to only certain colors
2. the need of movement in order to visually fixate

3. the amount of latency or wait times to visually fixate

4. limited visual fields

5. the inability to see patterns or highly complex visual targets

6. the tendency to stare at lights

7. the inability to see things at a distance

8. delayed visual reflexes

9. the inability to fixate on novel or new visual targets

10. the inability to perform visual motor tasks.
