· Next Graphic: ChromeVox+G
· Next Heading: ChromeVox+H (Add Ctrl to open a list in the ChromeVox Panel.)
· Heading Levels: ChromeVox+1-6
· Next Landmark: ChromeVox+; (Add Ctrl to open a list in the ChromeVox Panel.)
· Next Link: ChromeVox+L (Add Ctrl to open a list in the ChromeVox Panel.)
· Next Table: ChromeVox+T (Add Ctrl to open a list in the ChromeVox Panel.)
· Next Visited Link: ChromeVox+V
· Move the focus to the Address Bar: Ctrl+L
· Open ChromeVox Panel: ChromeVox+.

· Enter Ctrl+L and keyboard www.dictionary.com
· The focus lands on the first editable field, before keyboarding in a word practice with the keyboard echo: ChromeVox+A, T
· Keyboard in “Lion” or a word of your choice.
· Enter ChromeVox+Right Arrow to go the first button.
· ChromeVox+Spacebar to select.
· Enter ChromeVox+H to go to the first heading.
· Enter ChromeVox+Down Arrow repeatedly to go the definition.
· Enter ChromeVox+Shift+E to go back to the editable field keyboard a new word.

Encyclopedias
· Research at least 5 topics using an on-line encyclopedia.

· For this activity, we will be using either Wikipedia or Infoplease.  Infoplease is a free online encyclopedia where the information is gathered from trusted sources.
· Have a Google Doc tab open while you are doing this activity.  Move back and forth between your encyclopedia article and the Google Docs file.
