White Cane Technique – 2 Point Touch
Properly hold your cane with your cane grip, your index finger out.   That’s almost like what?  Shaking hands!
Now in two point touch your cane goes where? To the right and then left.  Why? That protects your body and anticipates what’s going to be in front of your feet.

If you notice an incline with your cane, you can anticipate a change and you will need to stop at the corner.

To cross at the corner, the person would listen.   When it’s quiet you can cross.
To find an intersecting side walk, say you are going into a building, you would combine your two point touch with a shoreline technique where the cane is used to follow along a wall, a fence or the edge of a footpath.

After you use your two point touch down the sidewalk for a little ways, you can transition into shoreline technique to try to find that intersecting sidewalk. These techniques can be used inside or outside.
They’re very important when you’re looking for hallways, doors or intersecting sidewalks. 

Go ahead with two point touch, shoulder to shoulder, and start transitioning over to the intersecting sidewalk. Find the edge. Keep protecting your body. Look for intersecting sidewalk, go past the sidewalk, and then make your turn. Then proceed into the building.
You did it!
